Happy Trails Award Program (HTAP) 

Since there are new members who are not familiar with 

the HTAP programðhere is a brief explanation.  For a 

more comprehensive explanation of the program and the 

awards that can be earned, please go to the HDH 

website. 
 

To  participate you must be a current member of High 

Desert Horsemen and register with the HTAP program 

each year. 
 

All horses, ponies, donkeys, and mules (all breeds 

thereof) are eligible for this program. Riders and/or 

drivers are both eligible for this program. 
 

There are two categories: 

Person/equine combination.  Hours accrue on a 

person/equine combination.  You may enter more than 

one equine.  It costs $12 for the first combination with an 

additional $6 fee  for each additional person/equine 

combo.  The hours you earn roll over to the next year 

provided you pay the registration fee each year. 
 

Individual hours ridden for that particular year.  This 

registration costs $12 and the hours count toward the 

person.  The person can ride any horse they want.  Hours 

will accrue for the person only, not the equine. One 

annual high point and one reserve high point award will 

be given per year for the Adult who has the most hours 

and second most hours for the year.  These hours do not 

carry over to the next year. 
 

Only the hours ridden/driven on Happy Trail Award 

Program ñHTAPò and HDH events will be recognized for 

award purposes. For each event that hours are accrued 

there will be a sign up sheet, and there will be a $3.00 

charge for HDH members who are registered in HTAP. 

HDH members who chose to ride but are not registered in 

HTAP will not pay any fees, but they will be asked to put 

their names on the signup sheet. Fees are to be paid the 

day of the event. Each rider/driver must sign-in on the day 

of the event to ensure their hours are recorded. 
 

 No one will be allowed to ride unless he/she is a member 

of HDH (due to insurance restrictions) unless ride is on 

public property. 

 

This is a self-supporting program and HDH members 

choosing not to participate will not be contributing 

financially by either their dues or ride fees.
